Salem Clubs Unite for Matching Youth Grant
 Vincente is your typical young teenager.  He likes to run, jump and 
rough-house.  And he�s growing.  The problem for Vincente is that a little too 
much rough-housing with a friend re-
sulted in his losing an eye at a younger 
age.  Now that he�s a growing teenag-
er, the prosthetic eye provided to him 
years ago, doesn�t quite � ll the ocular 
area, creating infections and a� ecting 
his muscle tissue and bone structure.

Vincente needed a new pros-
thetic eye that would close any gaps 
wrought by the smaller prosthetic 
eye, ending the infections, and al-
lowing his facial features to grow and 
mature as naturally as possible. with a 
more approriately sized eye.
 When Vincente�s school con-
tacted Brenda Anderson, Programs 
Manager at the Foundation, Brenda 
went to work.  All � ve Salem Lions 
Clubs, plus Kaiser Lions came togeth-
er in a uni� ed e� ort to help Vincente.  
Through the Matching Youth Grants Program, the Lions Foundation matched 
their funding with another $1,000.  
 In late January, Vincente is scheduled to meet with Fred Harwin, at 

the Center for Ocular Prosthetics in Portland.  Fred creates highly detailed, 
custom-made ocular prothestics (arti� cial eyes), for young and old alike, 

transforming the appearances of prisoners, 
priests and everyone in between.   
 �This is a perfect example of how Lions Clubs 
can work together to accomplish what might 
be impossible for just one Club,� said Amber 
Kern, Executive Director at the Foundation. 
�By uniting together they were able to cre-
ate an opportunity for this young boy where 
we could provide a Matching Youth Grant of 
$1,000.�
  We�ll have more about Vincente in 
coming months after he receives his prosthet-
ic.  Matching Youth Grant Funds are still avail-
able for this year.
  This is just one of many programs 
o� ered by the Foundation that are funded by 
Lions � nancial support through the Oregon 
State Tax Refund Charitable Checko�  Program, 
Convention Casino Nights, Memorial Gift 
Giving and many other giving opportunities of-
